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Reverential Ramblings 
 

Near the end of an early evening meeting here recently we heard a strange tapping 
sound near the front door, as though someone was knocking.  Then it died away.  We 
shrugged and figured it was just a mechanical sound coming from some pipe or duct.  Yet 
a bit later Jeff Geissler, who was leaving earliest, summoned us to the front door saying, 
“You’ve got to see this!”   

There, right outside the front door was the loveliest ring tailed pheasant I’ve ever seen.  
This fine bird had such glorious, colorful plumage that I gasped in awe.  Where had this 
rare bird come from, and why did he (I do think it was a “he”) suddenly appear here knock-
ing on our door? I don’t know.  Thinking this bird might be injured, we went outside, and it 
led us all around the church – never letting us get too close, but not taking flight.  He ap-
peared to be in good health, but perhaps his tail feathers were damaged and he couldn’t 
fly.  Thinking this might be the case I tried to catch him to take to an animal rescue shelter, 
but he did not trust my compassionate intentions and eluded my grasp. I felt such a yearn-
ing to protect this beautiful creature, but after a time we realized there was nothing we 
could do – and perhaps there was no need.    

And now this beautiful bird has gone – yet he lingers in my heart and mind as a spiri-
tual symbol.  Like all potent symbols, this one points to a profound reality beyond itself.  
For me, this beautiful bird is a symbol of this core conviction of my faith: There is a sub-
lime, wondrous, sacred reality which has not yet been fully revealed to me.  Or perhaps it 
is continually being revealed to me but I am generally too obtuse and distracted to be 
aware of this presence.    

In our sensory overloaded society I fear many are too distracted to perceive a deeper 
beauty, a hidden wholeness which surrounds us and in which we live and move and have 
our being.  With the profusion of ipods, cell phones, video games, e-mail, cable TV and ra-
dio and our frenzied tendency to “multi-task,” it seems as though we fear that without per-
petual stimulation and activity life will be revealed as empty and meaningless. Yet in some 
quarters people are beginning to learn that it is good to get unplugged from time to time, 
good to cease trying to control what stimuli comes to us and open the doors of our being to 
greater wonders than we can even imagine or understand.  There is a song in our hymnal 
that speaks of this: “There is More Love Somewhere.”  It claims that there is more love, 
hope, joy and peace somewhere.  I rest my heart upon the conviction that this is true.    

Summer is fast approaching.  May it be a time to slow down, let go and let be, to look 
and listen deeply, to become aware of lovely, joyful, peaceful and mysteries knocking at 
the door of your being.

Lise’s Letter 
 Hopefully on Sunday as you entered the 
church, you saw the poster showing the candi-
dates for whom we will vote on June 3 to re-
name two of our religious education rooms.  
Three of them I introduced to the congregation 
through this column:  Marcella Walker McGee, 
Frances Ellen Watkins Harper, and Hajom Kis-
sor Singh.  The fourth, Whitney Young, is known 
for his civil rights activism although I’m not sure 
if many realize he was a Unitarian Universalist 
as well.  Another person I’d like us to consider is 
a woman who has been a very active and recent 
part of our Unitarian Universalist history, carry-
ing forward much of the work to which our other 
candidates contributed.  The information below 
comes from the UU Ministers Association news-
letter. 
 The Reverend Marjorie Bowens-
Wheatley was born on August 6, 1949 in 
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, and attended 
Temple University.  In 1979, while studying 
media and public relations, she was offered 
and accepted the position of press attaché to 
the Ambassador from Grenada to the US.  
Later she worked in public broadcasting and 
media and received an MA in International De-
velopment, Visual Media and Public Relations 
from American University in 1982.   Within UU 
circles, she worked on the staffs of the UU Ser-
vice Committee and the Veatch Program before 
enrolling at Wesley Theological Seminary, 
where she graduated in 1994, magna cum 
laude.  Bowens-Wheatley served congrega-
tions in New York City, New York State and 
Florida.  She also served as a staff member at 
the RE Department of the UUA, and had been 
called in April, 2006 to serve as Minister for  So-
cial Justice and Community Life at San Diego, 
CA, but withdrew because of illness.  Beyond 

her congregational service Bowens-Wheatley 
influenced our UU traditions in many ways.  A 
few of these include being a founding member 
of the African American UU Ministry (AAUUM), 
serving as a board member for the UU Women’s 
Federation, and acting as co-editor to the book 
Soul Work: Antiracist Theologies in Dialogue.  
Bowens-Wheatley was an inspiration, friend and 
mentor to many.  She died in December, 2006.    
 Youth Sunday Very Successful:  The 
service on May 20 was awesome, and it’s not 
just I who think so.  Many in our congregation 
have said how impressed they were by our high 
school youth, both for the courage they showed 
in sharing some of their challenges and also for 
the depth and humor of their perspectives on 
life.  A big thank you also goes to our congrega-
tion for its support of the bake sale after the ser-
vice.  The youth raised $397.03!!  We can now 
send all the money to our high school student in 
The Gambia.  Isn’t it great when we all work to-
gether??!
