Reverential Ramblings

As you may know, at the beginning of my vacation | fell off my bike. As soon as my
shoulder hit the ground | knew that significant damage had been done — at my age (56),
when bones are more brittle than they once were, you don't just slam into the ground with
such velocity and walk away unscathed. The X-rays confirmed what was visibly obvious —
my clavicle was fractured.

Surgery - in which the doctor would have sawed through the bone and wired it back
in its original place - was an option, but the doctor said he didn’t think this was necessary
unless | did a lot of heavy physical lifting in my work. So | decided | would pass on this
slice and splice option and learn to live with a slightly crooked clavicle. | did wear a sling
for a while, but no treatment was necessary. Meanwhile — though some wondrous process
| gratefully marveled at — my body went about the business of repairing the damage | had
done to it. Healing happened sooner than | thought it would, and as | write this just a cou-
ple of months after my accident | can scarcely tell | was ever injured. Hurts happen, but so
does healing. It's not some idealized fantasy.

And how healing is needed in our world. So often in my ministry when | witness
what some of you are going through — the loss of loved ones, life threatening ilinesses,
devastating familial conflicts, mental health problems, the prospect of job loss or economic
ruin — | just want to cry. My broken shoulder is as nothing compared the brokenness some
of you have and are now experiencing.

The beginning words of a poem by Adrienne Rich come to mind: “My heart is
moved by all | cannot save. So much has been destroyed.”

Those of us in the helping professions often come face to face with our limitations —
there is so much we cannot save, so much pain and sorrow we cannot make go away.

And yet, perhaps there is more that all of us can do than we usually realize. Just as
our bodies undergo a natural healing process after they are injured (or fail to do so if they
are not properly protected from infection) so do our hearts, minds and spirits go through a
healing process after serious injury (or fail to do so if they fester with unresolved grief and
heartbreak.)

As far as physical healing is concerned, usually the best thing we can do is clean
the wound, step aside and let the natural forces of healing do their glorious work. Yet with
healing of the spirit we can be an integral part of the healing process — for ourselves and
others. We may not fully comprehend how such healing happens, but we do act as heal-
ing agents when we offer one another our empathy and compassion, when “we listen with
our hearts as well as our ears” (a Life Lines Lay Ministry motto), when we are truly present
with someone who is experiencing sorrow and loss.

| believe we tend to underestimate the significance of our powers as healing agents
because this is not something that is visible or measurable. Yet the loving care we do give
to one another is an energy that helps reconstitute a battered and bruised spirit. Do you
feel a special call to participate in such healing? If so, please consider that your role on
our Shared Ministry may be on our Life Lines Lay Ministry Team.

Adrienne Rich completes her poem: *“I have cast my lot with those who, age after
age, perversely, with no extraordinary power, reconstitute the world.” Will you cast your lot
with us?

Our first book is Nevada Barr's Seeking Enlightenment Hat by Hat: A Skeptic’s Path to Re-
ligion. G. P. Putham’s Sons: New York. 2003.

In Seeking Enlightenment Hat by Hat mystery writer Nevada Barr turns inward to create a
collection of short essays sharing her own skeptical spiritual path. Having stated “I would occasion-
ally run across someone who seemed to truly know God, and | realized that religion, like a bad tou-
pee or a face lift gone sour, is only obvious when it's done badly.” Barr's essays are often witty,
sometimes thought-provoking, but never done badly.

Board Meeting Highlights

The board met Thursday, September
14. Members present were Chair Diana
Nicholson-Nelson, Vice Chair Leah Knudsen,
Secretary Phil Cogswell, Past Chair David



Boaz, Pastor Rick Davis-ex officio, and mem-
bers Lois Nodland, Lori Jenkins, Vicki Cun-
ningham, Elsa Struble, and Dennis Ehrp.
Members absent were Treasurer Paul Rice
and Don Fries. Also present were Director of
Religious Education Lise Adams Sherry and
guests George Struble, Kay Cogswell and
Chuck Howard.

Finance Committee chair George
Struble reported that Kay Cogswell had
agreed to be Canvass Director for the coming
campaign. The board approved a motion ap-
pointing her to that position.

Treasurer Paul Rice reported that we
have received only 75 per cent of the antici-
pated income for the first two months of the
fiscal year (July and August). Since income
is behind, he recommended caution in taking
on any new spending initiatives.

DRE Lise Adams Sherry reported that
Children’s Religious Education classes would
begin September 17 (games and getting to
know each other) with regular classes begin-
ning September 24. YRUU'’s were scheduled
to begin Monday Sept. 18. She said there
were still eight vacancies for RE teachers.

Lise also reported that Mark Babson
had been hired as the new associate director
of religious education, and several board
members commended his choice. The board
approved a motion to accept the action taken
by the DRE and Personnel Committee re-
garding his hiring for September and October
and to act at its October meeting on the rec-
ommendations of the Personnel Committee
regarding job description and salary for No-
vember onwards.

Minister Rick Davis reported that
plans were progressing for the volunteer
stewardship campaign in October.

Rick also recommended that the Life
Lines Lay Ministry be officially designated as
a team, in keeping with members’ wishes.
The board approved a motion to that effect,
although some members opined that they
already viewed Life Lines, as a ministry, as
being above a team in the organizational
structure.

Also acting on Rick’s recommenda-
tion, the board approved a motion authorizing

John Casey to officiate at weddings, as he
did for the previous congregation of which he
was a member.

Finance Committee Chair George
Struble reported that the special collection for
Intern Minister Kate Lore brought in at least
$1,080.

The board approved a motion that the
Capital Fund balance and any identifiable
Capital Fund contributions in the future be
used to pay down the mortgage.

The board approved the following
team/committee chairs: Fellowship: Lori Jen-
kins; Social Action: Dick Boyle, Erin Zysett;
Performing Arts: Dennis Ehrp; UU Connec-
tions: Chuck Howard; Membership: Anne
Alexander, Kay Cogswell; Communications:

RE: Christine Deblock, Beth Malouf; Person-
nel: Joel Martin; Life Lines Lay Ministry: Ellen
Howard. Margaret Boyle is chair of the
Nominating Committee per election by the
congregation. The new chair of the Opera-
tions Committee remains to be named.

The board has scheduled a planning
retreat for the evening of Friday, October 27
and for Saturday October 28.
