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A few weeks ago | surprised a UU minister friend with a small gift. No special occasion, |
just had a hunch — due to some previous conversations I'd had with him about music — that he
might be someone who would appreciate my offering — a CD of Beethoven's 8" and 9" String
Quartets (two of the three so-called “Razumovsky Quartets” because the composer dedicated
them to the Russian ambassador to Vienna). This will come as no surprise to many of you who
know me to be a relentless preacher of the gospel of Beethoven — the Shakespeare of Sound, the
Michaelangelo of Music, the Tolstoy of Tone all rolled into one and then some.

The gift of these quartets came with some strings attached (no pun intended). My friend
had to listen to me preach an impromptu sermon on how to appreciate these masterpieces. It went
something like this: “I love this music. If it doesn’t thrill you to the core of your being, if you're not
in awe of the sublime genius that infuses these creations, if your spirit doesn’'t dance and soar, if
you are not entranced by deep feeling of those slow movements, if that fugue at the end of the
ninth quartet doesn’'t sound like a lot of sound and glory signifying SOMETHING WONDERFUL
that resurrects your spirit, if you are not in awe of the way the sounds of the four string instruments
are woven together with a surpassing skill and intelligence into meaningful narrative that tells a
great story about our lives, if you don't think in sheer amazement: “a human being created this
work of art and not some higher being?,” then you haven’t heard the music yet. Listen with your
head and your heart, your whole being. In appreciating this music you will discover that there is
more to you than you thought and more to life than you dared dream. Small wonder that Beetho-
ven is recorded as saying, “Those who understand my music must be freed by it from all the miser-
ies which others drag about with themselves.” Be patient. Listen a number of times and this music
will reveal itself to you. So many people, vastly underestimating themselves, don’t grasp such mu-
sic on the first hearing and conclude they can’t and never try again. What a shame. If you make
friends with this music, you'll have a friend for life, you'll never get tired of it. Indeed, it will never
cease to delight, amaze, inspire and uplift you.” Whew! Glad | got that off my chest.

Now it might simply seem that | have given my friend a gift. Quite frankly, he is now in a
position to give me a great gift. If he listens to this music and comes to love it as | do (and I think
he will) this will be a source of great joy to me. | think it's a deep human impulse to share our vari-
ous gospels (our good news) of life. We can’t keep the truly great stuff to ourselves — we want oth-
ers to share in this.

And if others do give our gospels an open minded, openhearted hearing, and receive our
gifts with true appreciation, they bestow upon us a sense of fulfillment. A good friend recently re-
minded me that we are more likely to remember with a deep sense of satisfaction the gifts we have
given than the gifts we have received — be they material gifts or gifts of our time, energy, attention.

So as we approach this season of Thanksgiving, keep in mind that one of the most precious
gifts you can give another is to receive their precious gifts with an open heart and mind.

Miniscule chemical and electri-
cal changes are taking place in our brains at this moment, creating a situation that has never existed
before and that conforms to age-old patterns. It’s wonderful when something nudges us out of our
routine, and suddenly we glimpse how mysterious and vast life really is.

Anyhow, he insisted on drinking some of the coffee, but didn’t finish it. So far, he hasn’t made any
more.

By including our mission statement as a guiding principle | believe that we are better
able to reflect the depth and breadth of who we are as a community. Our mission statement was
formulated through a well planned workshop that involved many congregational members. It
evolved through an active discussion of what folks really value about UUCS. While the By-laws
are invaluable with regards to organizational integrity, the ideas put forth in the mission statement
bring the heart of who we are to the table.

With the Shared Ministry efforts this fall, the newly formed volunteer support team and a
renewed focus on the role of the team council, | find myself very much aware of the broad array of
activities that keep us going. Look at our mission statement above, and think about some aspect
of UUCS that is meaningful to you. Do you see a connection? What brings you to church on Sun-
day morning? Is it there, in the mission? Are the volunteer commitments that you make somehow
associated with wanting to “build a community of fellowship”, or the desire to “light the flame of so-
cial action"? If you have a leadership role in the congregation, do you think that our mission state-
ment can support you in that role?

Funds for the pur-
chase will come from the Max Morris bequest music fund.

Garden Party Fundraiser: The Board approved a request by the Landscape Committee to
hold a June 9 garden party fundraiser instead of a plant sale.

Bylaws, Policy and Procedures Committee: As provided in the bylaws, a board committee
to review bylaws and policy was established, with Vicki as chair and Elsa and Phil as members.

The next board meeting will be at 7 p.m., Thursday, December 14. All congregation members
